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Introduction 

The time has come once again when South East Asia’s best debaters battle it out at the flagship 

debating tournament of Singapore; NTU Dorothy Cheung Debating Championship. Based on the 

Asians debating format the tournament is the proving ground for those participating at the United 

Asians Debating Championship in May 2010 as well as those participating in the Australasian 

Intervarsity Debating Championship in July 2010. Being the largest debating tournament in 

Singapore and indeed the one of the largest in the region NTU Dorothy Cheung is an event that 

should not be missed by serious debaters. 

This year, in addition to the normal break, we plan to have a JC break this year which will allow more 

JC teams to enter subsequent rounds i.e. a separate semi-final and final would be held for and 

among the participating JC teams. We hope that this will result in greater exposure for JC debaters 

and will give a greater incentive for JC Debaters to participate. 

Participation 

Registration for the tournament will be done on a team by team basis. Each team must comprise of 

three debaters. Also there is no cap on the number of teams each institute can send. There will be 

no restriction on the number of pro debaters in a team so universities can send their best debating 

teams to compete. Hence this will be a competition between the best of the best.  

The n-1 adjudicator rule will be followed in the tournament. Therefore, any institute sending n 

teams is required to send a bare minimum of n-1 adjudicators. 

The Registration fee is S$20/person. Additionally teams that arrive after 8:30 for registration will be 

required to pay a further S$5 as a late fee. This is to ensure that the tournament runs as per 

schedule. Registration would be at 8 am sharp.
